Course Objectives:
This primary goal of this course is to provide an understanding of the global tourism industry.   The course will be divided into two sections.  In the first section, students will be exposed to the basic components of the tourism industry (types of attractions, infrastructure, and supply/demand).  Students will also gain an understanding of the various impacts of tourism on the local economy, cultures, and environment.  The second section of the course will provide a regional overview of global tourism including types of tourism offered, geographic patterns of tourism, and barriers to tourism development in less developed regions.

Course Requirements and Evaluation:

Tourism Plan:

The class will be divided into groups for this project.  Each group will develop an original tourism plan for the city of Charleston.  Each project will include ideas for developing tourism in the city, facilities needed, a marketing plan, and will discuss the impact tourism will have on the city.  More information will be given later in the semester.
Term Project:

A term project and presentation will be assigned during the semester.  The term project will cover a topic that you choose within Tourism Geography.  Specific details on the project will be given at a later date.  You will also be expected to give an oral presentation about your project.  Your presentation will be 8-10 minutes long.
Final Map Quiz:

During the final exam period, you will be given a final map quiz.  Maps and a list of place locations to know will be given prior to the quiz.
