Course Objectives:
The goal of this course is to introduce students to different aspects of economic geography including:  the spatial pattern of economic activities and natural resources, global development, and the role of transportation in economic activities.  In this course students will be exposed to issues in both rural and urban economic development.

Course Requirements and Evaluation:

Examinations:

You will be given three exams worth 100 points each.  All exams will consist of multiple choice, fill-in-the-blank, map identification, short answer, and essay questions from lecture, readings and videos presented during class.  The final exam is NOT comprehensive.  The dates for the exams are given in the course schedule.  These dates are tentative, but every attempt will be given to keep this schedule.  

Term Project:

A term paper and presentation will be assigned during the semester.  The term paper will cover a topic within Economic Geography.  Specific details on the paper will be given at a later date, but you can expect it to be an 8-10 page paper.  You will also be expected to give an oral presentation about your paper.  Your presentation will be approximately 10-12 minutes long.
Final Map Quiz:

During the final exam period, you will be given a final map quiz.  You will be expected to identify major economic countries, cities, and regions throughout the world.  Maps and a list of place locations to know will be given prior to the quiz.
