Assuming your program has the following SELECT statements:

SELECT OLD-MASTER ASSIGN TO DA-S-OLD.




SELECT NEW-MASTER ASSIGN TO DA-S-NEW.




SELECT TRANS-FILE
ASSIGN TO DA-S-TRANS.


SELECT SORT-FILE  ASSIGN TO DA-S-SORT.



SELECT PRINT-FILE ASSIGN TO UR-S-PRINT.

The JCL at the end should be:

The U on line 5 and the D on line 6 above must be somewhere between column 4 through 16 inclusive.  

You must delete CIS3340.KETLER.BOOKSii before re-running your program.  It is the same JCL that you used in program 1.
