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Example of a Classroom Procedure
The practicum notebook rubric requires you to describe things that your teachers do to manage their classrooms. Remember, that this is not just their discipline policy. It is anything that a teacher does to make the day run smoothly. There are two handouts in your packet that list procedures and routines. The items on those two lists are the types of observations you can make in your classroom. 

Here is an example: I was in Mrs. Wendling's room in West Side School today and I saw her do something I thought was kind of neat. Have you ever gone into a bakery or the DMV where you had to take a number and wait for your number to be called for service. Well, this teacher has square pieces of cardboard numbered 1 through 20 (or however many students she has). The students were working on a writing assignment.

When each student finished and he/she wanted the teacher to proofread his/her final draft he/she took a number. When his/her number was called the teacher went over the final draft with the student. Now, this does not mean that the teacher was not circulating around the room and helping students as they worked, this was just done when many of the students were finishing and needed assistance at the same time. While the student waited for the teacher to call his/her number he/she worked on other activities like reading. It seemed to work very well.

The above paragraph is an example of what I am expecting, and the above description is an example of how to type it up.
