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� Tell me what you did to edit your piece? (How many times did you reread? Have you done

everything that you can and that’s on our class editing sheet?)

� I notice that you . . .

� You need to . . . (“I will put a mark(s) in the margin here to let you know you need to fix up

some things in this line.”)

� I can tell that you worked really hard on . . . so I’m going to fix these up “for free.”

� You are ready for your final copy. Let’s talk about how the published piece will look [choice

of paper, form, handwriting, word processing, visuals, etc.].
