Research Paper #1

The purpose of this paper is to allow you to explore the many ways in which someone can be a “good” health citizen. Instructions:

· Introduction

· Define what you think a “citizen of the world” is.

· Explain why you selected the people you did.  Why, in your opinion, are these people good examples of global citizenship in reference to global health issues?
· What do these people have in common? Discuss at least three (3) characteristics such as any of the following:
· Economics?

· Personality traits?

· Attitudes and beliefs about the world community?

· Views about the responsibilities and obligations of citizenship?

· Attitudes and beliefs about cultural diversity

· Ethnicity?

· Etc. (feel free to use anything else you think is relevant.)
· What differences are there?  Discuss at least three (3) characteristics such as any of the following:
· Economics?

· Personality traits?

· Attitudes and beliefs about the world community?

· Views about the responsibilities and obligations of citizenship?

· Attitudes and beliefs about cultural diversity

· Ethnicity?

· Etc.  (feel free to use anything else you think is relevant.)
· From your perspective, and based on you analysis and comparison of these two individuals, what appear to be the major qualities necessary for global citizenship?

Paper Requirements and Guidelines:

· 5-8 pages, typed, double-spaced.

· A minimum of five (5) professional sources (No Wikipedia!)

· Sources must be cited in the text, and a reference page provided, as per whatever citation style you are using.

· Mechanics:  No typos, grammar mistakes, etc.
