Instructions:

Introduction:

Revisit your first journal entry.  What does it mean to be a good citizen?  To write this paper, you should draw upon what you have learned from any of our course readings, videos, class sessions, as well as the reflections you have recorded in your journals.
Body of Paper:


Explain in detail how your understanding of citizenship has changed and/or broadened across the course of this semester, particularly as it relates to current health issues.  Has this class changed you in regard to how you view your roles as a citizen at this time in American history?  Ask yourselves, “Am I able to fully function as a citizen?  While I realize that I meet the minimum standards/requirements of citizenship, am I as equal a citizen as everyone else?”  Why or why not?  Are there additional obligations as well as privileges that a fully functioning citizen should assume, beyond the basic standards?

Conclusion:

Based on your current understanding of health citizenship and the knowledge and experiences you have participated in this class, how do you envision your participation in American society in the future, particularly as it relates to critical health issues?
Paper Requirements and Guidelines:

· 5-8 pages, typed, double-spaced.  

· One (1) inch margins 

· 12 point font size 

· Plain white paper with black ink.

· Stapled in top left-hand corner (NO PLASTIC COVERS!!!)

· A minimum of five (5) professional sources (No Wikipedia!)

· Sources must be cited in the text, and a reference page provided, as per whatever citation style you are using.

· Mechanics:  No typos, grammar mistakes, etc.  

TURNITIN:
The final draft of your paper MUST also be submitted through Turnitin to verify that you have properly cited your sources.  Only papers with “green” score from Turnitin will be accepted, so I encourage you to use Turnitin throughout the semester to make sure you are properly referencing your work.  I will set up a “Draft” folder in Turnitin so you may check your papers as many times as you wish.  This will be explained in greater detail in class.
